1. Introduction
This Addendum is issued to provide additional and updated information to all prospective tenderers regarding the land parcels available under the Request for Tender (RFT) for the redevelopment of the Raiwaqa Ex‑4 Storey site. The initial advertisement referenced only Lot 1; however, PRB now confirms that two additional lots are available and shall form part of the redevelopment opportunity.
This Addendum forms an integral part of the Tender Documents and must be read together with all previously issued materials. All tenderers are required to acknowledge and incorporate the contents of this Addendum into their proposals.

2. Addition of Two Lots to the RFT Scope
PRB hereby advises that the redevelopment opportunity now comprises three contiguous land parcels under Crown Lease 36891, DP5380. In addition to Lot 1, tenderers are now invited to consider and include in their development concepts the following lots:
Newly Included Lots
· Lot 2, DP5380
Area: 300m² (0.074 Acres)
Description: Part of the Raiwaqa Ex‑4 Storey site previously excluded from the initial notice.

· Lot 3, DP5380
Area: 14,725m² (3.527 Acres)
Description: A significant land parcel adjoining the site, offering substantial potential for master‑planned development, integrated design concepts, and extended commercial, residential, or mixed‑use opportunities.

By adding these two lots, PRB aims to enhance the development potential of the RFT and support submissions that reflect a holistic, scalable, and commercially robust redevelopment vision for the broader Raiwaqa area.

3. Strategic Rationale for Inclusion
PRB has elected to extend the scope of the RFT to ensure a more attractive and viable partnership opportunity, enabling tenderers to:
· Propose comprehensive development concepts that optimise land use across all three lots.
· Deliver integrated community‑centric solutions aligned with Suva City Council’s strategic urban development plans.
· Demonstrate stronger commercial viability through economies of scale and improved site planning flexibility.
· Leverage the larger combined footprint to incorporate amenities and design solutions that may not have been feasible under Lot 1 alone.
This expanded scope strengthens the RFT’s competitiveness and invites innovation from tenderers who can transform the combined area into a flagship redevelopment project that benefits both PRB and the broader Raiwaqa community.

4. Tenderer Requirements
All tenderers must update their submissions to:
1. Acknowledge the inclusion of Lot 2 and Lot 3.
2. Reflect the expanded land area within: 
· Feasibility assessments
· Concept plans or master plans
· Proposed financial/partnership structures
· Development timelines
3. Highlight how the additional lots enhance design possibilities, improve commercial returns, or strengthen community outcomes.
Failure to incorporate this Addendum may result in a submission being deemed non‑compliant.

5. Conclusion
PRB is confident that the inclusion of Lot 2 and Lot 3 significantly elevates the opportunity presented under this RFT. Tenderers are strongly encouraged to take full advantage of the enlarged development footprint to propose innovative, future‑focused, and socially beneficial redevelopment concepts.
This Addendum is issued to ensure all tenderers operate with the same complete set of information and to maintain fairness, transparency, and competitiveness in the tender process.
